
Graphics Open Studio

How Open Studio Works:

● What is open studio? Open studio hours are intended for currently enrolled students to
work on projects outside of regularly scheduled class time.

● Access to the Graphics open studio hours requires enrollment in a class scheduled in the
Graphics Studio* and a reserved timeslot on the Sign Up Genius.

a. *different from Printmaking Studio; confirm your studio HERE
● You must reserve a timeslot through SignUpGenius to attend open studio.
● You can sign up for two sessions per week, totaling approximately six hours each week.
● Sign Up Genius should never display time slots when any class is scheduled to meet in

that studio.
● Check-in Process:When you arrive at Lawrence Arts Center for your time slot

1. Confirm with the Front Desk you signed up using the Sign Up Genius
2. Exchange your ID for a studio key at the Front Desk
3. When you are finished with open studio, bring your key back and you will get

your ID in return

How to Use Sign Up Genius:
(IMPORTANT NOTE: you do not have to have a Sign Up Genius account to sign up for a timeslot)

1. To sign up for studio time in the Graphics Studio, click HERE and follow the instructions
below.

2. Once you’ve arrived at the
Sign Up Genius page titled Graphics
Open Studio, press the button labeled
“Sign Up” on the date(s) you’d like to
sign up for. You can select more than
one at a time. Once you have your
desired date(s) selected, press the
“Save & Continue” button located on
the bottom of your screen.
